Mayor Travis called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m.  Roll Call-Present:  Council members Diehl, Skoglund, and Wickwire.  Absent: Gallentine and Williamson.  Also present:  Randy Danielson, Nick Dunbar, Brian Schwering, and Curtis Schwering.           
AGENDA:  Council member Diehl moved to approve the agenda as printed.  Second by Wickwire.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

BILLS:  Council member Wickwire moved to approve the bills as presented.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

MINUTES:  Council member Diehl moved to approve the January 9 regular meeting minutes as printed.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

FIRE TRUCK PURCHASE:  Nick Dunbar reported that the Fire Department is now looking at pumper/tanker combination trucks and plans to apply for grant funds for a truck purchase.

GENERAL OBLIGATION CAPITAL LOAN NOTES:  Council member Wickwire moved that the form of tax exemption certificate be placed on file and approved.  Second by Diehl.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays:  none.  Motion carried.  Council member Wickwire introduced Resolution 2013-3, “Resolution Approving and Authorizing a Form of Loan Agreement and Authorizing and Providing for the Issuance of $43,500 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2013, and Levying a Tax to Pay the Notes”, and moved its adoption.  Second by Skoglund.  Roll call vote.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Resolution adopted. 

BUDGET AMENDMENT:  Council member Wickwire moved to approve the 2012-2013 fiscal year budget amendment hearing notice for publication and to hold the budget amendment hearing on March 13th.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

2013-2014 BUDGET:  Council member Diehl moved to approve the 2013-2014 fiscal year budget hearing notice for publication and to hold the budget hearing on March 13th.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

PROPERTY ANNEXATION:  After discussion, the Council agreed to send letters to all property owners who would be affected by annexation of property on and around the golf course.  

MEDICAL CLINIC:  The Council reviewed a draft agreement with Van Diest Medical Center.  They also discussed fire inspection and rural accreditation issues.  

SMOKE TESTING:  The Council reviewed estimates for smoke testing sanitary sewer mains. 

CHLORINE TESTER:  The Council tabled this until Maintenance Foreman Craig Johnson was in attendance.

ATVS ON STREETS:  The Council and citizens discussed the Iowa Code and the City Attorney’s opinion regarding legality of ATVs on City Streets.  

BUILDING PERMIT:  Council member Diehl moved to approve a building permit for a fence and wood furnace for Jon Duckett at 505 1st Street NW.  Second by Wickwire.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

LIQUOR LICENSE:  Council member Diehl moved to approve renewal of the Class E Liquor License with carryout wine and Sunday Sales for the Community Grocery.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

ALLEY SALE:  The Council decided not to sell an alley, as had been requested by Butch Rudshagen.
RESTRICTED RESIDENCE DISTRICT:  Following discussion, the Council directed the Clerk to ask the City Attorney to include an ordinance in the new City Code to change the minimum lot size required for home construction or reconstruction from 10,000 to 8,712 square feet.  

SANITARY SEWER SERVICE:  The Council tabled action regarding a plugged sanitary sewer service line until Craig Johnson was in attendance.

LAGOON LEASE:  The Council agreed to advertise the lagoon property for haying or grazing by sheep or goats for the 2013 season.

WORKERS COMP INSURANCE:  The Council was informed that EMC Insurance was not renewing the City’s workers compensation insurance policy.  Other options are being explored.  
KIDS TO PARK:  The Mayor will consider a proclamation for this program at the March 13 meeting.
OTHER BUSINESS:  The Council agreed to have Todd Powers look at a crack in a tree when he has his bucket truck in town.  They directed the Clerk to send a letter to a property owner with a deadline of May 31st for clean up.  Police Chief Dunbar reported that Devin Collins is taking additional training and that 2 new members were added to the Fire Department.  

City Attorney Mark Hemmingson addressed ATV questions by speakerphone.  

ADJOURN:  Council member Diehl moved to adjourn.  Second by Wickwire.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:51 p.m.
